On a vu les premiers signes d’intérét de Lagerfeld pour Miss Allen
en 2006 et il 'a invitée a tous les défilés. Elle n’en finit pas de s’étonner. * J'ai
eté stupéfaite lorsque Chanel m’a contacté’, dit elle, hilare, assise dans
'immense canapé du studio photographique de Karl. ‘Ca a été un choc total.
Je suis incapable d’expliquer ce choix. Je n’essaie jamais d’étre quelqu’un
d’autre.” A I'évidence, une précieuse qualité pour Karl Lagerfeld qui confirme
sobrement, ‘Lily est pleine d’humour et d'esprit. Elle ne ressemble a
personne.’

On lui pose la question — ‘Que ferais tu si tu étais dans un ascenseur avec
Lady Gaga et Katy Perry ?* ‘Je trouve Lady Gaga trés intéressante et trés
provocante et trés fabriguée dans le bon sens du terme. C’est trés
prétentieux mais c’est bien. Quant a Katy Perry, elle fait de la bubble-gum
pop trés dessin animé.” On s’inquiéte. Lily Allen est devenue politiguement
correcte ?

Comme Lagerfeld, Lily Allen veut tout contréler. Autre point commun avec
Lagerfeld : sa passion pour I'art. ‘J’ai travaillé tres dur et en récompense, jai
ma propre maison, un chien et des tableaux super. J’ai beaucoup de chance
car en Angleterre le chémage touche 2,4 millions de personnes, surtout les
jeunes.’

‘J’ai grandi dans un monde trés marrant. A la maison, passaient toutes sortes
de gens célebres comme Bob Geldof ou Paula Yates. Elle a quitté I'école a
'age de 15 ans et je me suis rendue compte que je n’avais pas de
qualifications. Je n’étais pas bonne a grande chose a part chanter. Et écrire
des chansons.’
