Mouthguards

Following the advice of the Scottish Rugby Union, English Lacrosse and the Scottish Hockey
Association, it is compulsory that all pupils participating in these sports should be fitted with a
custom mouthguard.

The Instant Custom-Fit can be manufactured in as little as 2 days. Once fitted at home it's
ready to use. You will receive a complimentary Self-Fit mouthguard to practise the fitting
process with and this can be used as a spare mouthguard for the season.

As well as their standard styles,
titan has designed School Special Editions with the school colours and crest, across their
range of custom-fit and boil-fit mouthguards. Boil-fit mouthguards start from £19.99 and
custom-fit mouthguards start from £49.99 with discounts on replacement/spare orders. Titan
also cater for those wearing a fixed brace with flexible Instant-Fit Ortho-Guards, rather than
custom-fit guards. Ortho-Guards are recommended by the British Orthodontists Society as
they allow for movement in the teeth, whilst retaining sufficient protection. Titan encourages
the return of all E-Fitting Kits for custom guards by no later than 14/08/23. Any kits received
later than this date will be subject to a 10-15 working day turn-around time, due to increased
production demands after this date.

Casual clothes

At certain times each week and for travelling between the College and home at the beginning and
end of term, at half term and leave out weekends, pupils are allowed to wear casual dress. Jeans
and T-shirts/sweatshirts may be appropriate at times, but “smart casual” clothes will also be needed
for certain school trips or events.

Name tapes and loops

Every item of clothing, whether it be uniform or casual clothes, should be properly marked with a
name tape AND where possible with indelible marker as well. Spare name tapes should also be
brought to school.

This must show the pupil’s Christian name, surname and House initial.

Parents of new pupils are asked to send one dozen spare name tapes to the House
Matron a week before term starts.
